The birth of the Special Security Division
of the United Federation of Planets
and the legend it has become

Since men first began waging war, soldiers have relied on intelligence agaents to learn vital information
about their opponents. Even the most primitive warriors realized that knowledge of their enemies could
mean the difference between victory and defeat. As mankind's technology rapidly advanced, so did the
destructive power of warfare. Minor skirmishes between neighboring tribes became battles between
nations, then wars between worlds, then campaigns waged between instellar empires. The magnitude of
these battles and the toll they exacted on victor and vanquished alike made the need for accurate
intelligence more vital than ever.

As man's warfare became increasingly sophisticated, so did intelligence-gathering operations. In minor
skirmishs, an agent simply needed to count the enemy warriors and report their numbers fo his leader.
The increasing size and scope of batles however, forced agent to employ more subtle methods to learn
the secrets of enemy nations. Each nation developed its own methods to learn the secrets of eneny
nations. Each nation developed its own network of intelligence operatives, learning to defend its own
secrets and uncover the enemy's. The agent's task came to discovering, gathering and protecting this
information.

Over the centuries, races developed star-spannign intelligence servicesthat played an integral role in the
endless wars between their worlds. Without their intelligence communities, the leaders and military
commanders of each race would remain blind to the events both outside and within their borders. By the
mid-21st century, the intelligence networks became so vast and so powerful, that no leader could afford
to neglect them, for fear that they might turn on their masters. Instead, on several occassions,
intelligence operatives have used their secret, detailed knowledge to bring down governments of which
they disapproved.

This was not forgotten when the United Federation of Planets was incoporated in 2161. For the first 15
years of its existence, the UFP's intelligence operatives bore a resembalance to the United States’
intelligence community of the late 20th century, both in function and complexity. there was amultitude of
various departments, agencies, and units both military and civilian in operation. Cooperation between
individual components of the UFP's intelligence community was sporadic at best, with overlapping
objectives, responsibilities and political in-fighting.

In 2176, The rivilries among the intelligence community nearly led the fledgling Federation to disaster.
An attempt was made to assassinate the President of the Federation. Each of the various intelligence
agencies had learned a small amount of terrorist plans, but since there was virtually no corroboration
among the agencies, they each continued (o try to obtain more information on their own. Thus when the
assassination attempt was made, the President and his security forces were caught completely unaware.
Between them, the Federation’s intelligence agencies, had in their possession. ALL of the details
regarding the attempt on the Presidents life.
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the outrage and subsequent investigation brought to light the fact that the entire incident could have
been avoided if only the Federation’s intelligence agencies had worked together. The result of this
investigation was the formation of the Federation Intelligence and Security Requirements Committee,
under the control of the Federation Security Council. After 18 months of investigation, the Security
Council implemented the recommendation of the FISRC and created three new agencies to replace the
current system. These were; The Federation Security Agancy (FSA), Federation Intelligence Agency
(FIA). and the Federation Division of Investigation (FDI). One thing that is remarkable about the "Big
3," as they were known, is that not one single employee or agnet from the old units were hired to work in
the new outfits. The "Big 3," from the day of their creation, had worked together almost perfectly and
exceeded all their expectations, including their budget.

In 2184, The Federation Security Council, appointed their senior member. General Erich Von Kessler,
to oversee the Big 3; they were doing a great job yes, but they were costing to much money. On the day
before General Von Kessler was to take this new position, he was called to a special, private meeting
with then Federation President Sardix, of Vulcan. To this day, no one knows what took place at that
meeting, but what Von Kessler subsequently did with the Big 3 took the entire Federation completely by
suprise.

During the next 15 months, the Big 3 exceeded their budget by some 2500%, a fact that was kept from the
knowledge of the Federation Council and Assembly and and most importantly, it was kept from the
Security Council. EExactly where all this money came from is simply one of the mysteries of that 15
month period. However, this massive secret funding produced results that stunned the entirety of the
Federation; results that were even felt beyond the Federations borders: With only 5 exceptions, every
unsolved major crime since the Federation's incorporation was solved; an estimated 97% of all
intelligents agents who had infiltrated the UFP were apprehended; 14 of 15 known terrorist groups were
liquidated; corporate espionage was reduced by approximately 83%; 3 assassination attempts of
Federation officials were prevented; and there were operatives in place within EVERY know government
of EVERY know world, not a member of the Federation.

To the political and military analysts of the Federation, the frenetic activity of the Big 3 during that 15
month period was a terrifying experience. The political power that Von Kessler now had was truly
formidable. He was very nearlyin a position to dictate policy to the Federation. What had them so
terrified, was wonder if that is what he had in mind all along. They would never know for sure.

As General Von Kessler walked into the special Security Council session on 28 January 2186, he knew
that his goals were about to become a reality. The Security Council didn't know half af what he had done
with the Big 3, but after a 15 month demonstration with the results he had accomplished, the Federation
would have no choice but to give him what he wanted and make it official. The Federation deserved
exactly what he was doing to it.
